Conclusion of Survey

The feasibility study aimed to gather data and conduct research to support the development of
the Barnyard Estates project. The insights gained will shape the business plan, building design,
funding, and marketing. Additionally, the study will provide essential data on community needs
and desires to potential tenants.

The online survey was conducted through Promote Pulaski from November 22 to December 6,
2023, with 243 completed surveys. An EDDM was circulated to 15,000 households/businesses,
and organic social media was used to promote the survey. The survey's margin of error falls
within 4-8%, with a 95% confidence level.

The survey results, along with comments from the survey and the feasibility study groups, will
be reviewed at a future meeting involving the Promote Pulaski Board of Directors, the Steering
Committee, and Keller to determine next steps. An executive summary outlining the final
recommendations and projected path of the Barnyard Project will also be provided.
